2. Goal: The objective was to help the faculty and research staff to develop their 

expertise through participation in seminars, conferences, workshops and symposium 

both nationally and internationally and give his/her best to not only the  Institute but 

to the state it belongs to, since it is a renowned and very old research centre of 

DAVV, Indore. 

3. The Context: Since SABV Government Arts and Commerce College has 12 

postgraduate subjects, M.Phil in 4 subjects and is an important Research Centre of 

Devi Ahilaya Vishvidyalaya, Indore, the faculty needs to upgrade themselves to 

produce high quality research, provide high quality teaching to Ph. D student and also 

publish annually. In this context the liberty and freedom provided by the 

administration comes in advantage to carry out research and teaching smoothly.  
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4. The Practice: There are 33 registered research guides including the Principal of the 

College and students participate and present their latest research in Seminars, 

Conferences, and workshops, symposiums in and outside the country. Subject experts 

are invited and special lectures are held in the Institute and also the faculty is invited 

as keynote speakers, resource persons in other institutes. Students are given open 

access to books, journals; there is a separate section for thesis and scriptoriums.
